Introduction
Over the last number of years, housing professionals in 
Northern Ireland have been engaged in debate concerning 
the need for a reformed and enhanced housing system. 
The uncertainty of financial markets, public expenditure 
cuts and welfare reform serve as major challenges facing 
the social and private rental markets in the coming 
period. Organisational reform has also been mooted as 
imperative for achieving optimal solutions for taxpayers 
and tenants alike.
